Schedule vacations in different times and in small groups
O Avoid vacationing during peak summer holidays(late July to early August),
and go on a vacation in small groups.
O Divide up the vacation days to go on multiple short-term getaways.

Avoid visiting crowded places

O Use population density prediction services provided by the

government to find low density vacation destinations.

O Maintain physical distance from others (2 meters, at least 1 meter) at all
times and avoid visiting crowded places. Refrain from associating
with other vacationers.

O Refrain from vacationing with many people and minimize
movements focusing on relaxing and resting.

Wear masks and check for any symptoms of COVID-19

O Wear masks in compliance with prevention guidelines.

O When feeling any symptoms of COVID-19 before leaving, cancel
or delay holiday plans, get yourself tested and refrain from
visiting crowded places.

O Refrain from visiting crowded places after returning from vacation,
check health status, and get yourself tested when having any
symptoms of COVID-19.

O Refrain from any high-risk activities such as overdrinking.
